2011 SUMMER PERMISSION FORM
Thanks for joining the N.Y.M.P. for our 2011 summer music education programs.  Below is a list of rules that students are required to follow at the summer program.  I would like to remind students and parents the organizers of this program are non-paid.  They have put in many hours making this program happen.  Help us keep the program growing. 

1. PROGRAM Rules:  Students that choose to stay on campus during the summer programs will be required to follow the rules that have been set by the Northland Youth Music Program, the University Of Wisconsin Superior, the City of Superior, and the School District of Superior.  Students may be removed from the program at the discretion of the N.Y.M.P. Board if a violation occurs.

a) Off campus, students will be allowed to visit students living in the dorms in the first floor commons area.  

b) Male and female on campus students may visit in the commons/ TV area only.  No male and female students allowed in rooms at any time. 

c) Parents of student will be responsible for any property damage caused by a student.

d) Students must be in the dorms by 9 PM unless out with a parent or participating in an organized outing.

e) All students staying on campus are required to participate in evening activities.  Commuter students are invited to evening activities and are subject to on campus student rules.

f) No electronic games will be allowed at the program (first time game will be sent home.  2nd time found with device, the student will be sent home with no refund from program).

g) Any student wanting to stay on campus for one or two nights during a week of program must make arrangements with the assistant program director at registration Sunday.
h) Students driving to the summer program must turn in their car keys at time of registration if staying on campus.  Keys will be returned to the student at Friday afternoon check out time.  Students will be required to obtain a parking permit from the UWS parking office at check in.
i) Damage that occurs through misuse or neglect  of campus property owned by the  University Of Wisconsin Superior will be billed directly to the parent or Guardian
j) Students must make all rehearsals unless they arranged alternate schedule with the head educator.
Students are expected back from lunch on time.  All students will go to the student union for lunch. 
k) Please clean the dorm room before checking out on Friday.  Give your dorm room keys to N.Y.M.P. staff do not give key to anyone else or drop key in key return slot.  Lost key is the student and parent responsibility with a $50 charge for key replacement 
l) No smoking, alcohol, or drug use at any time.  The fine for smoking in the dorm is $1500 per UWS security, Use of alcohol or drugs will cause immediate call to parent and removal from the summer program. 
m) Weapons brought to the program or violence at the program will cause immediate police intervention and dismissal from the program. 
n) Cell phones are allowed to be used on campus before and after the program day.  Cell phones are not allowed to be used during the evening activity.  Misuse of picture phones will be dealt with on a case-by-case basis, repeated offenses will lead to removal of student from the program.

The first time student is found with the drink the container will be confiscated the second time the student will be brought to the on campus director or head educator.  Third time student is found with energy drink he/she will be removed from the program.  (Energy drinks may cause dangerous health issues) we are not talking about a normal Pepsi or Coke.
p) Students may not body pierce or tattoo themselves or others while in attendance at the program.  Any student who partakes in this behavior while in attendance will have their parent called and be sent home from the program.
